Octagon Cages – Selecting the Right Octagon Cages for your Facility
Mixed martial arts fights is becoming an increasing popular sport, and as its popularity increases the desire to install octagon cages for cage fights by MMA facilities increases. This can be an expensive investment and one that many facilities may not quite be prepare to research and meet, however  these cages are becoming more available now,  as well as more affordable due to the increase in popularity of this sport. 

Making the step up to offer cage fights at your facility is a big decision, cages need to be a certain size and offer a large degree of protection for the fighters so not just any cage will do; you should always purchase a cage that is designed specifically for this purpose. A Cage offers not only a place to have fights; it offers protection for the fighters and spectators both. MMA is an intense sport and the use of properly designed octagon cages can offer the participants the opportunity to focus solely on their sport rather than having to worry about getting hurt or hurting anyone. 
When looking for octagon cages for your cage fights you will want to look at quality cages that are manufactured of the highest grade steel materials to make them as strong as possible. The steel post should be padded with a high density foam material to offer as much protection as a possible to the fighters. MMA tends to be a very intense form of fighting and it is quite for fighters to have high impacts with the cage, without the proper padding this could result in serious injury something that nobody in the MMA world wants to see happen. 
Look at octagon cages that steer away from the use of bolts and other items that may protrude, even with padding these types of hardware present a risk to the fighters, there are ways to design the cage so that bolts are not necessary. The construction of the cage should be sturdy offering no movement or bounce, and the chain link should stay tight and have no give to it. High gauge steel should be used to offer as much strength as possible to the cage. 
Aside from safety features you will want to look at octagonal cages that are easy to set up and take down, if your facility is used for other things, and you do not want to leave the cage up all the time this can be a relatively important feature to consider. Also look at what is included in your cage package, it should come with everything you need to set up your cage, including a door, steps, and padding. You should only need to supply the wood floor base. 
MMA cage fighting is becoming an increasingly popular sport; octagonal cages are a great way to increase impact your MMA facility has on the sport, or a great way for venues to attract these wildly popular fights.
